


Grant Opportunity

A proposed cooperative watershed restoration project proposal was discussed during the
meeting. UMRLAC, the New Hampshire Rivers Council, the Student Conservation Association
(SCA) and the Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission would participate in a
cooperative project that would be funded via a NH DES watershed restoration grant. This year’s
grant competition will be highly competitive. According to Steve, $450K in grant funding is
available for river restoration grants and $250K in funding is available for efforts to protect high
quality water resources. The proposed activities for the cooperative project would include such
things as surveying existing culverts to identify substandard culverts that could result in
catastrophic problems during major flooding events, erosion control measures and ground
truthing of GIS maps. SCA would provide much of the labor and has independent funding
resources that could be added to the mix. UMRLAC voted to enter into a cooperative agreement,
if the grant is awarded, and to provide a letter of support for the grant application. The pre-
proposal is due September 4" and the grant would be awarded in the April/May timeframe.
