Each participating municipality shall be entitled to no less than 2 and no more than 4 members. In
the event of a member’s resignation, the Commissioner shall appoint a new member upon the
nomination of that municipality’s governing board.

IV OFFICERS

The officers of the committee shall consist of a Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson and Secretary and
Treasurer.

The Chairperson shall preside at all meetings and hearings of the committee and shall have the
authority to represent the committee as required before local, State and Federal governments, and
public and private agencies in carrying out the duties of the committee. The Chairperson also has
the authority to establish special and/or sub-committees.

The Vice-Chairperson shall act for the Chairperson in his/her absence and assume such other
duties as may be assigned by the Chairperson or the committee.

The Secretary shall keep a record of all meeting notices, minutes, correspondence, member
attendance and assume such other duties as may be assigned by the Chairperson or the
committee.

The Treasurer shall receive and make payments as authorized by the committee, submit a report
of all financial activity to the committee at the regular monthly meeting, submit an annual report
of all financial activity to the committee, maintain and reconcile bank accounts, and transact any
and all other necessary business as authorized by the committee. Three signatories shall be
established for any account with two signatures necessary on any draft on any account.

V ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Officers shall be elected annually in November of each year. A candidate receiving a majority vote
of the members present shall be declared elected and shall serve for one year or until a successor is
elected. Vacancies in office shall be filled immediately at the next meeting by a majority vote of the
members present.

VOTING POWERS

Each member shall be entitled to one vote. A favorable vote by a majority of members present
shall decide for the committee any agenda items stated in the meeting notice.

Majority vote will be accepted as the rule of the committee. Written absentee ballots will be
accepted.

Voting may be carried out by telephone polling or email. Any representative may request that the
vote be codified at the meeting immediately following the telephone or email vote.

All meetings at which official action is taken shall be open to the public in accordance with NH
RSA 91-A.

Meetings shall be held at least four times per year on the 2nd Monday of the month.

The location of the meetings shall be on a rotational basis within each of the members’
municipalities.

Unless otherwise specified, Robert’s Rules of Order shall govern the proceedings at the meetings.
Special meetings may be called by the Chairperson with at least 4 days notice to the members of
the committee.

Vil SUPPORT SERVICES

A.

The committee may request support for its activities from each municipality for in-kind services
which shall include but not be limited to secretarial services, postal expense, and photocopying.
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B. Support services shall be rotated monthly in the following order Boscawen, Bow, Canterbury,
Concord, Franklin, and Northfield. The secretary shall be responsible for forwarding a copy of
meeting notices, minutes, and other pertinent documents to the municipality’s member who shall
then be responsible for photocopying and distribution of materials to the full committee prior to
the next meeting.

C. The committee may request support for its activities and accept the services of the Central NH
Regional Planning Commission, Lakes Region Planning Commission, Merrimack River Watershed
Council, New Hampshire Rivers Council, National Park Service, NH Office of State Planning, NH
Department of Environmental Services, Society for the Protection of New Hampshire Forests, local
governments and other agencies.

IX AMENDMENTS

A. These by-laws may be amended at any regular meeting by a majority vote of the committee
provided that such amendment has been presented in writing to each member at least 30 days
preceding the meeting at which the vote is taken.
